USED Carburetors

When sending your carburetor(s) to Chuck Nuytten for repairs it is important to follow these tips for shipping:

1) Leave fuel fittings in the bowls.  This helps to protect the bowls from any crush damage.  Also, your fittings will be cleaned and reinstalled into your carburetor

2) Place carburetor in a plastic bag.  Grocery sacks, Ziploc( bags and garbage bags work the best for protecting the open passages of the carburetor from any packing material debris.

3) Place carburetor in a large box with 2-4 inches of cushioning material in the bottom of the box.  Also you want to make sure that you have room for 2-4 inches of cushioning material on the ends, sides, and top of carburetor.  Use crumpled newsprint for best results.

4) If sending more than one carburetor, place each one in its own box.

5) Don’t forget to include your “What Chuck Needs to Know” form with your shipment.
